 that all ad sale forms, copy, and monies should be turned in as they are received and are due on or before Sep. 26,

 that each student who meets the $100 financial requirement will receive at no charge: 2 tickets to any performance, 

inclusion of a personal bio and photo in the program, and inclusion of a 1/4 page personal ad in the program; 

 

 that all cast and crew bios, along with a clear, passport-sized photo, are due on or before Sep. 26, 2008; 

(photos will be taken at rehearsal on September 4 and bios will be written on this day or e-mailed to Mrs. Soza by 

September 4.  ssoza@austin.rr.com ) 
 

 that all "free" 1/4 page personal ads and all accompanying photos or art are due on or before Sep. 26, 2008; 

 

 that each cast member must work a minimum total of EIGHT (8) HOURS at the scheduled Saturday work days; 

 

 that failure to meet deadlines places an undue burden on the directors and parent volunteers and failure to meet 

these deadlines will result in the loss of corresponding privileges (e.g. - if personal ads are not turned in on time, 

student will not receive "free" ad); 

 

 that parent volunteers are needed to ensure a successful production. I have signed up for the volunteer committee(s) 

on the attached volunteer form.

A word about the costé 
 
Leander I.S.D does not underwrite the cost of the school musical. As it is very 
costly to put on a quality production, we are asking each member of the cast 
and crew to contribute $100.00 to the production in the form of ad sales, 
sponsor donations, running concessions at a football game, garage sales, 
other fundraising programs, or a combination of the above. For example, a 
student could sell one full-page ad for $75 and a $25 ad to meet his/her total 
obligation. Your student might choose, instead, to contribute $50 and sell (2) 
$25 ads. Last year, several of the students sold (5) $15 ads and (1) $25 ad. 
Any combination totaling $100 would meet our objective. 
 
In return, each student meeting this goal will receive: 
V (2) complimentary tickets to any performance 
V 1/4 page ñpersonalò ad ($25 value) in the program 
V bio and photo in the program ($40 value) 
 
We will pull costumes from our costume closet this year and I will be 
purchasing costumes and making costumes. The cost to rent from our 
costumes will be $50 per cast member.  This $50 will be used to purchase 
material, costumes from Thrift stores, and dry cleaning the costumes at the 
end of the show.  Parents and students can fundraise the costume fee.   
 
Total musical fees will be $150.  A payment plan is available if the fees are 
not raised.   

 
The deadline for anything and everything going into the 

program is SEPTEMBER 26, 2008.  
 

It is critical that the students get all ads and money turned in by  
September 26, 2008. 

The deadline for bios and bio photos is September 26, 2008.

Below is a 
description of most of the teams and their associated activities that parent 
volunteers must handle. You can volunteer to be a chair, or just to work on one or 
more teams. Each team will have work at various stages of production. So if you 
were to work on program ads and flower concessions, you wouldnôt have 
overlapping work. 
 
In 
addition, there is a great veteran knowledge base in the parent group. Please sign 
up at the parent meeting or contact Sharon.

PARENT VOLUNTEER TEAMS 
 
THE VOLUNTEER COORDINATOR 

This should be the person who will be primarily responsible for maintaining the contacts 
database and who will send out emails as needed by the rest of the teams. In addition, this 
person will keep track of the volunteer schedules and provide reminders. This is 
predominantly a computer position. 

 Primarily responsible for the contact database and email distribution lists 

 With the appropriate teams, create a student and parent volunteer schedule 

 Print sign-up sheets for the student volunteers and give to the Thespian Troupe ï about 
a month before the show 

 Send reminders to parent volunteers 

 Track work day assignments and create the sign-up sheets  
 
PROMOTION AND SPONSORSHIP TEAM 

This needs to start as early as possible and can be whatever the Team wants it to be. 
Literally ï work can start in this department over the summer ï and in fact, it is 
recommended. Start with a brainstorming session, assign items and go for it. 
 Letter Campaign to get sponsorships for big ticket items (tickets, a large set piece, etcé)  

o Public Service Announcement 

o Hill Country News Liaison 

o LISD and PTA Liaison 

o Posters And Flyer Production 

o Radio / TV Spots 

o Webmaster at CPHS and LISD 

o Wolfcast 

o Ordering and picking up plaques for our Sponsors 

o Getting Sponsorsô Names engraved on our Sponsorship Display Plaque 
 
SET CONSTRUCTION TEAM 

The people who sign up for this are usually assigned to build a set element. People on the 
set construction teamwork closely with the Technical Director and have more involvement in 
the planning and overall process. 

 In charge of a group or work alone 

 Present at one or more work days if possible ï work out with Tech Director 
 
ARTISTS TEAM 

Artistic talent is needed in all stages of production: conceptual work for the sets, tee shirt 
design, painting, drawing, decorations. Most design work is coordinated with the Technical 
Director. 

 Tee shirt design 

 Draw and paint drops, props, sets 

 Help with Concession, PAC entrance decorations 

 Graphic design and any other artistic talent you can provide 
 
COSTUME TEAM  

This team must have at least a few members with a chair. The chair is the direct contact with 
the Director and the costume company. The chair will work closely with the Director 
throughout the production to put together a costume plot and decide what will be rented and 
what will be made and what will come from the cast member or costume closet. 

 Measure and record measurements for cast 

 Create Costume plot 

 Work with rental company 

 Construct costumes 

 Help cast find costume parts that they need 

 Distribute and collect costumes; collect payments from cast members  

 
   PROGRAM ADS TEAM 

The program ads are how we make the show float. This team collects and tracks the 
monies/ads.  



 Collect ads and the payments for the ads 

 Log sold ads and money collected for each cast member 

 Turn the Ad Copy to the Program Team 

 Proof final copy before printing 

 Provide regular reports to the Director as to the cast membersô financial standings 

 Provide regular email reminders (through the volunteer coordinator) 
 
PROGRAM PRODUCTION TEAM 

The program is not only a fundraising device, but also a keepsake for the cast and 
production team. It becomes very important to everyone, yet most of the work is behind the 
scenes. This is a good project for someone who is organized and likes to work with 
timelines. Itôs not hard ï just a lot of keeping on top of people and timelines. 

 Create a timeline for the program. Work backwards. 

 Contact Hill Country News to ask them to layout the program for us again; in exchange 
they get the back page for their ad. Find out their timeframes. 

 Collect artwork, biographies, pictures, ads and copy for the program 

 Work with the Director to prepare layout of program, including appropriate credits, scene 
list, thank-youôs, etc. 

 Provide material to HCN for layout; proof copy 

 Place print order with copy center and binding order with binder 

 Arrange for various pickups, payments and deliveries. 
 

TICKETS TEAM 
This job is pretty easy and can be done well in advance of the show. The project has two 
parts that can be divided: 
Ç Order tickets 

Ç Schedule volunteers for Ticket Sales (Pre-show and show nights) 
 Work with the Director to get all the vital order information (Show dates and times, 
seating charts, etcé) 

 Contact ticket company to place order and get rate quote 

 Provide Promotion Team with rate so they can work on getting a sponsor to pay for the 
tickets 

 Arrange for payment to ticket company 

 When the tickets arrive, organize them for sales.  

 Coordinate volunteers for pre-show sales in the cafeteria ï send out a schedule and 
request volunteers via email through the volunteer coordinator 

 Coordinate volunteers for ticket booth ï send out a schedule and request volunteers via 
email through the volunteer 

TEE SHIRT TEAM 
This is another important tradition and keepsake that requires behind the scenes work. This 
project isnôt that hard ï it just requires organization. 

 Choose a tee shirt company, collect t-shirt orders and the payments 

 Get artwork and order to tee shirt company  

 Collect tee shirt order and distribute tee shirts 

 Order an XL shirt for each performance; get the shirts signed by the cast ï these will be 
auctioned at each show. 

 
PROPS AND ODD JOBS TEAM 

This is usually a job for the last couple of weeks before the performances.  

 About 2-3 weeks before the performance, get a requested prop list from the Director 

 Distribute the list to the cast and parents for donations 

 Locate, pick up and return props as requested by Director 

 Last minute panic runs to stores 
 
FOOD CONCESSIONS TEAM 

This is a very important fund raising team! The work for this team begins about a month 
before show time and most of the work takes place the week of the show. 



 Coordinate contributions for the concessions by contacting cast member families 

 Work with the Volunteer Coordinator and the Thespian Troupe to get parent and 
students signed up to work the concession stand 

 Oversee the general operation of the concession stand 

 Coordinate and supervise decorating of PAC entrance and concession stand ï cast 
photos, etc... You may want to enlist the Artists Team and Show Recorder Team for this 
task. 

 
FLOWER CONCESSIONS TEAM 

This is also an important fundraising team and is part of the theatre tradition! Most of the 
work for this team starts about a week or two before the show. 

 Purchase the flowers 

 Make tags and ribbons, signs 

 Work with the Volunteer Coordinator and the Director to get parents and students signed 
up to work the concession stand 

 Oversee the general operation of the concession stand 
 
CAST SUSTENANCE TEAM (Booster Breaks) 

There will be some long rehearsals before the show where dinner will be scheduled as part 
of the rehearsal. It is nice to coordinate potlucks or contributions for dinners for the kids (e.g.: 
pizza night, sub night, etc...) In addition, water must be provided for the cast and crew during 
the dress rehearsal(s) and performances. 

 With the Director, plan at which rehearsals dinner will be provided. 

 Plan how dinner will be provided and paid for (collect, order, get donations.) 

 Insure there is plenty of water in the dressing rooms during performances so the kids 
donôt have to purchase or run out for water ï they work hard and get very thirsty. You 
can coordinate water donations with the Food Concessions Team or try to get a 
donation from a spring water company like Culligan, Ozarka or Sparkletts. We have 
water jugs that just need to be iced up and filled.  Athletics helps us out with ice.  You 
can contact David Bowman, Athletic Trainer. 

 Get healthy snack donations for the performances ï they get very hungry, too! 

 Set out a snack table during performances for parents to bring goodies for the kids 
 
PAC AND USHER TEAM 

The work of this team takes place during the week of the show. Most of the preparation is 
making sure the team has met the PAC manager and gets the appropriate keys signed out. 
This team will manage both the facility and the ushers during the performances. They should 
have radios, etc... 

 Work with PAC manager to make sure doors to the building are opened, restrooms are 
opened 

 Oversee student ushers 

 Work with the Volunteer Coordinator and the Director to get parent and students signed 
up to usher 

 Review Production ñTo Doò list with the Director    

 



OUTREACH PROGRAM TEAM      

This job is pretty easy and can be done well advance of the show.  This program 

started in 2006 to reach out to people who could not otherwise experience live 

performances due to physical and mental challenges or financial challenges.   

 This team will contact local county agencies, nursing homes, assisted living resident facilities, 

orphanages, and any other agencies in our community that would benefit from this program.  

 Contact organizations in our community that might want to participate in this program or 
contribute to this program 

 Establish a contact person to communicate with at each agency (some contacts have already 
been established) 

 Coordinate with ticket sales and pull tickets for each group for the performance they will attend  

 Place groups that need wheelchair spaces at different performances to insure there are enough 

wheelchair spaces for each groupôs needs 

 Communicate with parent volunteers working the ticket booth and ushering as to the needs of 

the elderly and disabled patrons 

 Communicate with Ms. Blake the number of free tickets distributed for each performance for 
the outreach program 

 Organize and visit with cast members that will take donations at intermissions to contribute to
